The PDF version at 
http://pld.dpi.wi.gov/files/pld/pdf/wipldir.pdf includes a combined "Directory of Public Libraries and 
Their Branches" listed by city, followed by an alphabetical index of library and branch names. The 
document also includes system and resource library directory information.  The Excel file at 
 http://pld.dpi.wi.gov/files/pld/xls/wipldir.xls has three sheets containing information for all 383 public 
libraries and services, 82 branches, and the state's 17 regional library systems. This Excel file is useful as 
a merge source for mailing labels or form letters.

3. Sharing the Library Story 
 
Kids and adults took off from the start line, to book it for books.  It 
was all to raise money for Elk Mound’s new community library 
as well as the Elk Mound cross country teams.  Elk Mound cross 
country coach Jeremiah Fredrickson says the event brings the 
community closer together.  “It’s a good community event for us. 
Elk Mound is a small community and the school is a big part of that.  
And, with our new library, we’re just trying to build it up more and 

a lot of good things happening here,” says Fredrickson.  They raised around $1,400 last year and are 
hoping to double that at the 2nd annual fundraiser.   
 
 
There are three new seating areas at L.E. Phillips Memorial 
Public Library that overlook the Eau Claire River.  The $60,000 
project started in January and the new area just opened.  You’ll 
also find new flooring, seating, updated electrical outlets that 
come with USB charging, plants and historical photographs of 
Eau Claire.  The project was funded by donations from 
community members, including the estate of Mildred Gerland, a 
former library volunteer; The Cora Rust Owen Trust, and the 
Friends of the L.E. Phillips Memorial Public Library.

Congress has passed a sweeping overhaul of the nation’s workforce law. The Workforce Innovation and 
Opportunity Act of 2014 affirm the role of libraries in assisting the country’s job seekers and employers.  
  
For public libraries, the new bill identifies them as eligible for funds as “One-Stop” partners with the 
ability to provide an expansive array of job search services. Also, it recognizes libraries as important 
providers of federally supported training and employment services for adult education and literacy. The 
legislation also instructs state and local Workforce Development Boards to boost “digital literacy skills” 
at training centers.

Kindle Unlimited, a new subscription service that will give users unlimited 
access to a selection of 600,000 ebooks and more than 2,000 audiobooks 
on Amazon Kindle devices and any device with a Kindle app for $9.99 per 

month. Amazon is not first to market with an “all you can read” commercial 
ebook subscription platform—it follows last year’s launch of Scribd and 
Oyster. But the online retailer’s financial resources, marketing clout, and 

massive base of Kindle users will doubtless raise consumer awareness of 
ebook subscription services while altering the competitive landscape for all 
providers of ebooks, including libraries.
